ly ite business has ibeen conducted 
under t h e name of P romm and Co. 
Since i ts incorporat ion, the Arm of 
Gontard and Company, in i ts endea­
vour* to d o 'Dustiness with 1 Ger­
many, employed a large number of 
covers i n America . . . .They have 
shipped l a r g e quant i t ies of cocoa to 
Scamdinavla, and have been concern­
ed i n . a t t empted sh ipments of rubber 
ito Germany. 

New York, and West Indies Trad­
ing Corporat ion carries on 'business 
a t 130-132 Pear l St ree t , New York. 
It was incorporated a t t h e beginning 
of Nove-mber, 1914, with G. H. 
Souter a s Pres ident , F. W. Buse ae 
Vice-President, A. .M. Morris as Sec­
re tary , and D. E . Fromm as Trea-

r 

surer ; all of Whom were formerly 
in the employ of Wesaels, Kiuhlem-
kam.pff and Company. The eaid 
Fromm lis believed to have resigned 
and become a member of the firm 
of Gontard and Co. on December 1, 
1914, 

I t wae a t all mater ia l times con­
trol led 'by and acted as cover for 
Gontard a n d Company, New York, 
and was , H'ke the lat ter , deeply in­
volved imi German trade. 

The mos t important of the inter­
cepted comm un icati one watt one 
whien, s t a ted tha t there had been a 
sale of goods on 'board the Carol ina 
by the c la imants to Linden and Lind-
t.trom, and enclosing details of a plot 
by which they migh t be got th rough 
to Neumann, o f Hamburg . 

Mr. Mathew, for claimants, said 
there were three affidavits by Mr. 
Souter. Tne first two exhibited docu­
ments and asserted tho ownersh ip of 
the c la imants .

Mr. Metz was in communica­
tion with a var ie ty of firms at, Ham­
burg, and the consignment of these 
goods to Mr. Metz, at t'he t'imc they 
were sent , by a firm w-htah had come 
into existence in November, 1 li 1A, 
on the foundations of a Gorman firm, 
Messrs. Kuhlemkampff and Company, 
of whom also t h e Court hats know­
ledge in this relat ionship, gave rise 
to a very na tu ra l suspicion as to the 
object wdth which tihe business was 
being done in the "way it was done.
